P2 Updates (4/2024)

1) Edusave Merit Bursary

In line with the removal of all weighted assessments for Primary 1 and Primary 2 students, MOE
has revised the academic criteria for Edusave Merit Bursary (EMB) and Edusave Good Progress
Award (GPA) at the lower primary levels. P2 Singaporean students in Government and
Government-aided schools can be nominated by teachers for the Edusave Merit Bursary if they
consistently demonstrated positive learning dispositions in the course of the year. For more details
on the Edusave Merit Bursary, please visit https://www.moe.gov.sg/financial-matters/awards-
scholarships/edusave-awards.
